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Make a train on a bulletin board and have students “load” each car to 
reinforce reading skills. For example, label boxcars Antonyms, Homonyms, 
Synonyms, Prefixes and Suffixes. Have students find examples of each in 
the newspaper, then clip and pin them on the appropriate boxcar.

Con�ict Study
Sometimes studying someone else’s conflict provides insight into one’s own conflicts. Because conflicts 
often make the news, the newspaper is a ready resource of many different kinds of conflicts to study.

Select a conflict being covered by the newspaper and investigate the following questions with your class:
1. What is the conflict about? 2. Who is involved in the conflict? 3. What does each side want? 4. Are both 
sides ready to resolve the conflict? 5. Is anyone suggesting a compromise? If yes, do you think it is fair to 
both sides? If not, can your class suggest a compromise?__________________________________________________________________________________________
